While the business is thriving,
‘Arnab is also conscious there are
inherent disadvantages in being a
small operator in the current
tough economic climate.

‘Regulation is a burden espe-
cially for small firms, it is costly
and time-consuming and industry
bears all of the costs,’ he says.

Kromek has received help and

advice from the Government,
